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Christmas Bird Count 2004/2005

CBC began over a century ago when 27 conservationists in
25 localities changed the course of ornithological history. On
Christmas Day 1900, the small group of conservationists par-
ticipated in an alternative to the “'side hunt,” a Christmas day
activity in which teams competed to see who could shoot the
most birds and small mammals. Instead, Chapman proposed to
identify, count, and record all the birds they saw, founding what
is now considered to be the most significant citizen-based
conservation effort and a more than century-old institution,

Today, over 55,000 volunteers from all 50 states, every
Canadian province, parts of Central and South America, Ber-
muda, the West Indies, and Pacific islands count and record
every individual bird and bird species seen in a specified area.
During the 103rd count, about 73 million birds were counted.
Last year again saw a record high — this time, 1,981 individual
counts. Each count group completes a census of the birds found
during one 24-hour period between December 14 and January 5
in a designated circle 15 miles in diameter-about 177 square
miles.

Apart from its attraction as a social and competitive event,
CBC reveals valuable scientific data. Now in its 104 th year,
CBC is larger than ever, expanding its geographical range and
accumulating information about the winter distributions of
various birds, and it is vital in monitoring the status of resident
and migratory birds across the Western Hemisphere. The data,
100% volunteer generated, have become a crucial part of the U.
S. Government’s natural history monitoring database. Articles
published in the 103 rd CBC issue of American Birds helped
ornithologists better understand the magnitude of the effects of
West Nile virus on regional bird populations. In addition, count
results from 1900 to the present are available through National
Audubon’s website www.audubon.org/bird/che.

Join our Christmas Bird Counts during the official count
period from December 14, 2004 to January 5, 2005. If you want
to do something good for birds and meet other “bird people,”
contact one of the coordinators to sign up. There is a $5.00
charge per person to support compiling and publication of the
nationwide results, Contact the individual count coordinators
listed on our website to participate - www.hawaii.audubon.com.
